How to activate a trauma call
Ask ED clerk to carry out the following:

1. Make trauma call on Vocera Web Console Messaging (Trauma Call Template) ConSUItant iS NOT in the ED
2. Phone Surgical Registrar via Vocera or via Switchboard Nurse Coordinator activates trauma call
3. Contact other personnel if required: i.e. Orthopaedics, Neurosurgery, Social Worker or

Chaplain

4. Ring ED Consultant through Switch, if the ED Consultant is not in the ED. Consultant IS in the ED

Trauma team personnel attending on trauma activation

Nurse Coordinator activates trauma call

1. Emergency Registrar 4. ED Clinical Nurse Manager after consultation with the ED
2. PCC Registrar 5. Hospital Nurse Manager Consultant*
3. Anaesthetic registrar or consultant 6. Radiographer

*ED Consultant may judge ED response only is needed

Surgical registrar is also on trauma team and is called via Vocera or mobile phone. If the
surgical registrar is not available, contact the Surgical Consultant via switchboard.

ED Team Leader (consultant or registrar) runs the trauma unless they decide to defer to another
senior team member (eg. PCC Consultant).
