Example: Suture of abdominal incision after surgery.”

DECISION

The use of an AngioSeal device to close an arterial puncture after the removal of a catheter
should not be coded separately to the procedure. Achieving post procedural haemostasis is
an inherent component of any procedure and should not be coded separately.
